Activities:
1. Intro: In order to ride safely, participants should inspect the bike before riding. To do this well, they must be able to identify bike parts. Discuss why knowing bikes parts could be important: if something sounds bad, able to describe it to mechanic; know what bike part is needed if soething breaks; conversation opportunities. 

2. In small groups, students familiarize themselves with the diagram provided and label their worksheet.

3. Set up class/ gym with bikes at one end of space. Divide class into groups, depending on how many bikes you have. Give each group stack of cue cards and roll of masking tape. First student gets card and piece of tape, reads card, runs to bike, places on correct place, runs back to group. Second student repeats with second card. Go through entire stack until all cards are placed.
